He also added that the proposed plan to develop under the hall into the gym has been scrapped.  All monies collected for the hall/gym project i.e. the development of the space under the hall, will be transferred to the library project.

The President’s Report
President Adrian Randall added his thanks to the Organising Committee of the 275th Gala.  He pointed out that the Gala’s profit of $35,000 will be reflected in the financial statement for 2008/2009.
Cecil Archer complained that he was sent a notice by the Society indicating that the 275th Gala was to be held on July 12.  He went on to outline the plans he had made for the occasion which cost him and his wife time and money only to discover at the lecture given by Sir Courtney Blackman (April 30) that it had been moved to June 28.   

The President apologised and explained that there had been a change in the 275th Anniversary Schedule.  It was suggested that in future schedules be accompanied by the caveat, “subject to change” or something to indicate that the dates were only proposed and not set in stone.  It was noted that this had been included with the 275th anniversary schedule.
